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     Torah LôShma, learning for its own sake, is what many of us aspire to. We are curious 
about film, so we take a course. We probably won’t be making movies, but maybe we’ll 
appreciate the ones we see.  Or, all our friends play bridge or mah jongg  and we’d like to 
know what all the shouting’s about.  Torah LôShma is different from studying for a degree 
or out of a sense of serious obligation. So, it is not strictly speaking  LôShma if your doc-
tor researches the latest procedures for your particular ailment!  
     My trip to Israel is somewhere between Torah LôShma and professional development.  

I intend to bring back the learning that I experience so that I may share it with you and help you en-
gage in real Torah LôShma! 
      The topic to be explored at the Shalom Hartman Institute for Rabbinical Study this summer is 
Derech Eretz, civility. This trait, as I explained in a recent sermon, is necessary before any other 
learning can take place. And there is some essential learning that I would like to present when I get 
back. 
     The Hartman Institute has a series of courses that help Diaspora Jews engage with Israel. I am 
planning to present Israel at 70: Milestones and Meanings. But in order to do this, we all have to 
learn the rules of engagement! It’s so sad that when certain topics are mentioned, the boxing gloves 
come out! It’s even sadder when that topic is something that many of us care passionately about. 
Milestones and Meanings encourages people to tell their feelings and to explain the meaning they 
find in milestones such as The Balfour Declaration, The Declaration of the State of Israel, The 6-Day 
War. But it goes one step further: it urges participants to listen to other people’s feelings and stories.  
The Institute is known for the videos and sources made available to learners. This material fills in the 
gaps that there may be in your familiarity with the milestones in question.  Because of a special grant 
from the URJ, our synagogue has received these materials at a vastly discounted rate. But materials 
are only as good as the teachers and students who use them! What I hope to learn at the Hartman In-
stitute is how to use their wonderful materials specifically with you when I return. 
     So, expect some flyers about how to sign up. We’ll wait until the jet lag has passed and aim for 
an August start date.   Look around and invite friends to join you in our engaging Israel in a way that 
Israelis hope that we can manage for their sake, for our sake and LôShma, for its own sake.
